 YOU have a responsibility for your co-worker’s 
safety – don’t let them do anything unsafe. 

 YOU are responsible for reporting all safety 
incidents to your supervisor, including injuries or 
accidents you are involved in. 

 YOU are expected to report all safety concerns to 
your supervisor, safety committee, or safety 
representative.  If necessary, elevate the concerns 
through any other available avenues within the 
company. 
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
